Dear Children of God, 
 
There is a great deal that I could write concerning what 
I did in 2009.  It was a busy year, as the elder statistics 
reflect.  There were all the regular pastoral duties asso-
ciated with Word and Sacrament ministry, such as wed-
dings, baptisms, sick visits and funerals (some of which 
were VERY difficult).  All that was accomplished was 
due to the Lord, who graciously used me as His instru-
ment.  Therefore rather than recapping my activities, 
I’d like to tell you three of the main things I personally 
learned in 2009. 
 
First, I learned how to suffer as a Christian.  For the 
most part I have lived a charmed life.  Yes, I had experi-
enced some troubles and grief, but never to the extent 
that I did this past year.  For the first time in my life I 
was knocked to the ground, unable to pull myself up.   
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It was then that I learned what it means to carry the 
cross.  I learned that it is in the midst of those things 
that we can’t see coming, or control once they arrive, 
that Christ comes to us, carries us and takes control.  
It was in the darkest hours of despair that I saw the 
light of Christ still shining, though more dimly than I 
would’ve liked.   I found myself clinging to Him, hold-
ing on for dear life.  It was then that I found solace 
and strength in His word.   Words like that found in 
Psalm 130—I wait for the Lord, my soul waits, and in 
His word I do hope and Philippians 1:29 For to you it 
has been granted on behalf of Christ, not only to be-
lieve in Him, but also to suffer for His sake.  I experi-
enced personally what we as Lutherans believe, teach 
and confess; namely that it is in suffering that Christ 
is most clearly seen and perfected in us.

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As you have probably noticed, we have recently 
begun including parts of the liturgy that we previ-
ously omitted.  The first we have included is the 
Gradual.  Much like the Alleluia verse, the Grad-
ual is a response of praise to hearing the Word 
proclaimed in the readings.  It is a proper, mean-
ing that it changes each week, and is generally 
comprised of Psalm verses that correspond with 
the other readings.  This practice comes from 
synagogue worship, providing an interlude and 
transition between readings.  As early as the time 
of St. Augustine (354-430), it was firmly estab-
lished in Christian worship, and is one of the 
most ancient parts of worship.  Other church fa-
thers, including St. John Chrysostom (c. 347-407) 
and St. Leo the Great (d. 461) mention this inter-
lude in their writings, as well.  Not until the Mid-
dle Ages was it officially titled the Gradual be-
cause during this part of the service, the priest 
would walk up the steps to where the lessons 
were read.  When three readings are included, the 
Gradual is normally sung between the Old Testa-
ment and Epistle readings; however, some 
churches place it right before the Alleluia.  In or-
der to give more time to prepare for the Gospel 
procession, we are singing it before the Alleluia.

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This leads right into our second new inclusion – 
the Gospel procession.  This ancient practice, dat-
ing back at least to the fourth century, is a means 
of emphasizing the Gospel  reading.  We know 
the Gospel includes the life and words of Christ, 
who came into our midst.  As the one who is 
called and ordained to preach and forgive our sins 
in the stead and by the command of Christ, the 
pastor reads the  Gospel.  To visually show Christ 
in our midst, churches have included a procession 
with crucifix and candles, especially for festival 
Sundays.  The ceremony is not meant to just seem 
high church.  Instead, it reminds us that the 
“Word became flesh and made His dwelling 
among us,” and we truly “behold His glory” 
through the reading of the Gospel.  Christ is pre-
sent in His Word.  As the crucifix and Bible are 
being brought to the center of the church, it is ap-
propriate to physically turn toward the crucifix 
and reverence.  Some pastors and congregations 
make the sign of the cross over their forehead, 
lips, and chest, “praying that this Holy Gospel 
might be received in their minds, confessed with 
their lips, and treasured in their hearts.”  Such 
physical acts involve our thoughts, minds, and 
senses.  As we hear of Christ’s work on earth, His 
miracles, His words, and His work of salvation, 
may we faithfully listen to His Holy Gospel with 
reverence, respect, and awe.
